 Take Highway 1 or 17 to Ocean Street 
 Take Ocean Street to the end and make a 

left onto East Cliff Drive (note:  East Cliff 
becomes Murray St.) 

 Make a right at next light onto  
Seabright Ave. 

 Make last left onto Atlantic Ave. 
 Go to the end of the street (guardrail) and 

make a left into the Harbor parking lot. 
 Follow the road through the parking lot 

until it ends at a bridge crossing over the 
Harbor. 

 Park at a metered space in this area.   
Be prepared to either feed the meter or  
buy a parking pass. They will ticket. 

 Look for the registration table next to the 
parking area.
